Before that we want to travel to Kenya with “AV” to 
volunteer our time and effort within the local 
communities.

We are currently working our little hearts out to 
raise the funds to make this possible and we 
would like your help!

The Project
This scheme involves three one-month projects - 
one on the coast near the Tanzanian border, one in 
a rural village in the Taru Desert and another on a 
game conservancy in the Great Rift Valley.

 We'll spend some time working with the communities  on renovating schools 
and helping with whatever is seasonal - village life depends a lot on everyone 
working together to survive. Then we'll travel to AV’s tented camp, on the shores
of Lake Elementaita, to spend another month monitor ing game, building hides, 
removing traps and fences and helping to create wet lands for bird species. 
We will also learn bush skills from the Masai and do some 4x4 driving under 
the direction one of Kenya's top rally drivers

After a 

 

4 day induction course on Diani Beach 
we will head off south towards the Tanzanian 
border to a house in the small fishing community 
of Shimoni Village. From here we will travel daily 
to Wasini Island to work with the local community 
on projects centred around building the primary 
school. At the end of our month here, our group 
will divide and head off to the Taru Desert. Here 
we will spend a month working with the African 
Promise charity, to help develop their 
infrastructure and schools, in order to give a
future to those growing up there.   

After this we will travel to the Soysambu  Conservancy, a 48,000-hectare conservancy 
lying in the dry Kenyan plains of the Great Rift Valley, between the flamingo-tinged Lake
Nakuru and Lake Elementaita.We will spend a month, in our tented camp, helping the  
management staff in a variety of tasks and experien ce a number of bush skills, 
including Masai tribal practices. We may be removin g fences and snares, building 
hides and monitoring bird and wildlife, helping in reforestation and wetland project s.
